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10 Day Road Tour Bluff to Christchurch

Route: Bluff b Gore b Clyde B Queenstown b Wanaka b Haast B Franz Josef - Christchurch

Day 1: Bluff (Arrival Day)

We fly into the southern most domestic airport of Invercargill
where we meet our guide for the first time. We board our support
vehicle and drive further south to the small port town of Bluff,
where we check into our accommodation. After assembling our
bikes, we have time to relax before dinner, when we get the
chance to taste the local delicacies, including those famous Bluff
Oysters.

Day 2: Bluff to Gore

Today is our first day of riding. We have a leisurely 96 kms ahead
of us, which will test our bike set-up and allow us to cycle away
any jetlag from our bodies. The route winds its way t hrough
undulating farmland and takes usin a northerly directionto our
destination of Gore.

Cycling: Bluff to Gore - 96km

Day 3: Gore to Clyde (or Alexandra)

After yesterday®@ warm-up, we Qip the pace® Today we ride

14 Okm Dthe first of t hree long days. The scenery dramatically
changes from the green Southland pasturesto the dry and barren
hills of Central Otago. As we ride beside t he Blue Mountains and
Old Man Range, we pass gold mining areas and hydroelectric
stations. The riding today is mostly undulating with some steeper
climbsto test the legs as we approach t he small farming town of
Alexandra, located on t he banks of t he Clutha River. From here it
isa 10km Gvarm down® o our accommodation for t he night,
located right below the Clyde Dam. (Note: some tours may
overnight at Alexandrainstead of Clyde)

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Day 4: Alexandra to Queenstown

With our first long day behind us, we now have an easier, flatter day of riding alongside Lake
Dunstan and t he Kawarau Gorge into Queenstown - the adventure capital of New Zealand.
There are no major climbs t oday, but instead, plenty of distractions tempting usto stop along
the way. For those who suffer from cramps, why not straighten out the legs with a bungy jump
as we pass the first location of AJ Hacket® famous jump.

Cycling: Clyde to Queenstown B84km

Day 5: Queenstown (Rest day)

Today is a rest day, having already completed 33 Okm of the tour with plenty. There are many
exciting things to do in Queenstown, including a fly-cruise-fly package into t he famous Milford
Sound. For the more adventurous there is bungy jumping, white water rafting, jet boating,
mountain biking and many other options. If you just wish to relax, a massage and afternoon
cruise onthe TSS Earnslaw is a great option.

Day 6: Queenstown to Wanaka

After a day@® rest our legs will be ready for the most challenging climb on our tour, the Crown
Range. The ride is fairly easy for the first few kilometresto t he historic gold mining town of
Arrowtown, with only one real climb. From Arrowtown we have a hard 3km ride up steep
hairpins until we reach a plateau. The 5 kilometre ride along the plateau is followed by a lung
wrenching, leg burning additional 3.5km to the summit of t he highest highway in New Zealand
at 1080m. From here it's all ®lain sailingas we follow t he Cardrona River down t he valley to
Lake Wanaka, where we replenish ourselves with the local cuisine and vino in t his quaint
lakeside town.

Cycling: Queenstown to Wanaka B7 7km

Day 7: Wanaka to Haast

Today we have a longer ride, across the Southern Alps and down into the West Coast. As we
travel from east to west we notice a dramatic change in t he scenery. The dry, arid landscapes
of Central Otago are left far behind as we travel through dense rainforest t o the West Coast.
We ride up over t he Haast Pass and follow t he Haast River from itsinception to where it meets
the Tasman Sea.

Cycling: Wanaka to Haast 145 km
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Day 8: Haast to Franz Josef

Today we follow the coastline North, initially flat for t he first 35kms after which we climb and
descend until we pass Lake Paringa. The nice flat section, until just before Fox Glacier at

12 0km, lets us recover. From there it@ three steep climbs and descents before an additional
22 kms to Franz Josef. The rugged coastal scenery and dense rainforest make t oday® ride one
of the more spectacular on the tour.

Cycling: Haast to Franz Josef 142 km

Day 9: Franz Josef B Christchurch

After a hard day yesterday, we have a relatively flat t o slightly undulating ride t his morning as
far as Harihari. Here we board the tour vehicle and drive to Greymouth where we meet the
TranzAlpine train for a scenic journey to Christchurch. On arrival (approx 6pm) we are
transferred to our Tour Hotel.

Cycling: Franz Josef t o Hari Harib 63 km

Day 10: Christchurch b Departure Day

You are free to leave the tour any time today. An airport transfer from the hotel will be
provided between 7am and 3.30 pm.

Arrival & Departure Information

There are several arrival options:

¥ Arrive in Christchurch prior to Day 1 and transfer in the Tour Bus to Bluff with the tour
guide (be prepared for an early departure of around 7am). Travelling time is approx 9
hrs (60 Ok m)

¥ Make your own way to Bluff (on Day 1), which is 30 km drive south of Invercargill. Hotel
checkintime willbe from around 2pm (the tour guide will arrive around 4 pm)

¥ Arrive in Invercargill by 3pm on Day 1 (tour guide can pick you up mid afternoon &
transfer you t o Bluff).

Departure options (tour finishes day 14 a fter breakfast):
¥ On Day 14, you can return to Christchurch with the tour guide (approx 5.5 hrs in the
bus). Flights should not be before 4pm.
¥ Returnto Christchurch by train (departs Picton early afternoon)
¥ The nearest International airport is Wellington (30 minute flight from Blenheim or a 3
hour ferry crossing)
¥ If you wish to extend your stay in New Zealand, we can help you with options
